There are countless moments when we can do just that — for instance, waking up Saturday morning
to attend daily Mass instead of sleeping in, or talking to God in the car on the way to work instead
of listening to music. These are simple ways to express our love for the Lord by laying down our lives
for Him.

The more we find ways to love the Lord, the more we will find it easier to put aside our selfishness
and serve others.

Christ's command to love others may seem daunting. Yet, Christ would never ask something of us
that we cannot live out. All we need to do is take baby steps. Ask yourself, "How can | better love
Jesus right now?" for it is in loving Christ that we will better love others, and it is in loving others
that we love Christ Himself.
